We moved to Leavenworth from the Oregon Coast, in August of 1998. We had a new 
home waiting, and a new and vibrant community. Our move had been planned for about 10 
years. To make sure we understood the seasonal differences we visited Leavenworth during each 
season, specially the winter. We were a subscriber of the Leavenworth Echo during the 1 O years.

We also brought, Captain Bly's Educational Foundation, of which I am the CFO The Foundation 
focus includes: 

1. $2 ,000 Scholarships for students attending a Community College trade or technical school. 
2. Has funded Speech Fest in the fifth and sixth grades for more then 20 years. This helps raises 

students self esteem and confidence. The ability to speak confidently to a group, is a key skill in a 
successful life. 

3. Grants are available to older students returning to school to improve their job skills.
